Here’s what each component is called to help you order the right 

piece. 

The Frame – the thing that everything is inserted into, it’s a single or double A4 

sized oblong frame with glass in it and can be hung on the wall or propped on your 

sideboard. 

The Mount or Insert – the gold cardboard A4 sheet with the holes in it to separate 

the information so it is displayed into boxes, 

The Roll of Honour – the sheet of A4 paper containing the names of the good and 

great in the Club, 

The Template – the MS Word file with the correctly spaced text boxes in it for Clubs 

to fill in to create their Roll of Honour.
